Paint only within the gray area on the diagram of the 7 x 9 sample

Leave at least a 1/8 inch breathing space around all sides of your design so your signature or details are r
cropped off during printing.

Sign your name on your painting.
Printyour name clearly on the back of the panel.

Try to avoid the colors on the new 20 dollar bill as these colors are hard to print well conssstenttyplors
as teal, peach, bltish green and bright blue.
