1 cup unsifted flour

3/4 cup cornstarch

1/3 cup powdered sugar

1/2 pound (two cubes) butter — soft

Icing:
1 cup powdered sugar

3 ounces of cream cheese warmed to room temperature
1 teaspoon vanilla
